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Martyrs’ Day Peace March on 30th January 2016
Every year, on 30th January, the Nation pays homage to the martyrs Rani of Jhansi, Lakshmi Bai, Tantya Tope, Subhash Chandra Bose, Bal Gangadhar Tilak, Chandra Shekhar Azad, Bhagat Singh, Rajguru, Sukh Dev and many unknown soldiers who died for the attaining freedom for the country.   It was on this day in 1948 that Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated a little before the sunset when he was going to attend his evening prayers at a public park.  Gandhiji was one of the great men who steered the independence movement and the lakhs and lakhs of martyrs and freedom fighters.  Since Gandhiji’s martyrdom on January 30, 1948 this day was declared as the Martyrs’ Day. Since then every year the Nation pays homage to the Mahatma and other martyrs on this day.
Among many warriors of country, we have border security force who relentlessly protect our nation from foreign invasion, martyrs of Mumbai Terrorist attacks on 26th November 2008; brave hearts who fell safeguarding Pathankot Airbase on 2nd January 2016.

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Seminars on Youth Day-Swami Vivekananda’s Birth Anniversary on 12th January 2016  
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12th January is the birth anniversary of Swami Vivekananda, a great orator, an Indian Hindu monk and chief disciple of the 19th-century Indian mystic Sri Ramakrishna Paramahamsa.  He was a key figure in the introduction of the Indian philosophies of Vedanta and Yoga to the Western world and is credited with raising interfaith awareness, bringing Hinduism to the status of a major world religion during the late 19th century.   Swami  Vivekananda founded the Ramakrishna Math and the Ramakrishna Mission.  He is perhaps best known for his speech which began with "Sisters and brothers of America ...," in which he introduced Hinduism at the Parliament of the World's Religions in Chicago in 1893.

Swami Vivekananda’s life, teachings and contributions have been presented in the form of seminars so that members of the college will gain insights into the life of this great personality.

Sankranthi Celebrations on 9th January 2016

This is how traditionally Sankranti is celebrated, a new bronze pot is filled with fresh milk and kept on the fire. When the milk boils over and bubbles out of the vessel, the tradition is to shout of “Ponggalo Ponggal” and add rice and jaggery to it. Later it is topped with brown sugar, cashew nuts and raisins. This symbolises that it was going to be a year blessed with good tidings.  This rice is offered to the Sun during sunrise along with turmeric, sugarcane, a gesture which symbolises thanks to the sun and nature for providing prosperity.
Sankranti is celebrated all over South India with some regional variations. It is known by different names and celebrated with different customs in different parts of the country popularly celebrated in Karnataka (Sankranthi), Telangana (Sankranthi), Andhra Pradesh (Sankranthi) and Tamil Nadu (Pongal), Uttarakhand (Makar Sankranti).

To rejoice the new harvest season we organized Sankranthi celebrations at Aurora’s PG College, Moosarambagh on 9th January 2016 with great enthusiasm.  Students and all faculty members have contributed their precious time to make this event a great success.

This is what your employers look for
Employment experts agree that tech skills may get you an interview, but these six soft skills will get you the job……….. and also help you keep it:

1. Communication skills
This doesn't mean you have to be a brilliant orator or writer. It means that you have to express yourself well, whether it has to do with writing a memo, persuading others with a presentation or just being able to calmly explain to a team member what you need.

2. Teamwork and collaboration
Employers want employees who play well with others, gel with others, mould themselves into the given roles, work as one and can effectively be a part of a team.  It means sometimes being a leader, sometimes being a good follower, at times monitoring the progress, meeting the deadlines and working with others across the organization to achieve a common goal.

3. Adaptability to change
 One mantra to achievement is that you need to have a passion for learning and the ability to continuously grow and stretch your skills suitable to the changing needs of the organization.  On your resume, on your cover letter and in your interview, explain the ways you've continued to learn and grow throughout your career.

4. Problem solving
Face questions like "how did you solve a problem," or “Why should we hire you” with several live examples. Think of specific examples where you solved a tough business problem or participated in the solution. Be able to explain what you did, how you approached the problem, how you involved others and what the outcome was in real, measurable results.  But remember nothing should be cooked up.
5. Critical observation
It's not enough to be able to collect data and manipulate it. You must also be able to analyze and interpret it. What story does the data tell?  What questions are raised?  Are there different ways to interpret the data?  Thinking out of the box can be giving your boss a business summary and highlight the key areas for attention, and suggest possible next steps instead of submitting raw data in spreadsheets.
6. Conflict resolution
The ability to persuade, negotiate and resolve conflicts is crucial if you plan to move up. You need to have the skill to develop mutually beneficial relationships in the organization so you can influence and persuade people, you need to be able to negotiate win-win solutions to serve the best interests of the company and the individuals involved
